Interview with a student of 
„Witkacy” Secondary School: 
 
K: Was your last year in Junior High School 
stressful? 
D: Yes, it was. I had many tests, exams and 
much more to study than in the 
first and second grade in Junior High School. 
I was very distracted and  
I had many lessons extracurricular. But it 
was fun, too. I spent a  
special year with my friends in school. Now, 
when I'm thinking about it

K: How did you prepare for your final exams? 
D: I just had to revise main topics and most 
important things from each 
subject, but it was not so difficult. I think

A good thing to do is to attend special 
courses. You can  
review all material from 3 years and try to 
learn something new.

K: Are you satisfied with your final exam 
results?

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We have just finished a great international European Life 
Long Learning Programme Project “Practical Experience in 
School Democracy”, which was done in cooperation 
between Gimnazjum nr 54 in Warsaw, Vestervig Skole from 
Denmark and Scuola Media Statale “Alberti” from Torino. 
School life is a kind of introduction to an adult life. Students 
should know how to live in a democratic country and 
behave like confident citizens by developing awareness of 
democracy and rights as well as enhance practical 
experience. As the main result of three year fruitful 
cooperation, the schools organized and improved Students’ 
Councils and prepared a kind of a guide for organizing, 
managing and developing Students’ Councils.  
 
Our project aimed at creating and improving Students’ 
Council. We made some common things in each school like:  
a year plan for SC, election and questionnaires, meetings 
and evaluation. Students’ Council in Italy started two years 
ago and has already got meetings every month and students 
got a privilege to discuss ideas, propose activities to the 
Teachers Board in order to improve the school life and 
organization. Students’ Council in Denmark has become 
much more visible and students become aware of the SC 
rights.  Students are proud of their own achievements like 
healthy food program and theme party. They are working 
now on involving younger students in working for Students’ 
Council. Students’ Council in Poland worked on 
encouraging students to express their ideas, participate 
actively in school life and developing responsibility and 
independence. All schools exchange a lot of ideas and 

experience and have developed in different ways as well as 
prepared the Guide for school Students’ Council.  
There are a lot of advantages for our school e.g.: 
improvement for our students and teachers motivation. 
Great involvement in the project made our students more 
active and creative as well as more responsible future 
citizens who know rights of democratic society. We also 
participated in creating friendly environment for school 
democracy organizing e.g. school events, assemblies and 
ballots. From Comenius our school library got books, films 
and other educational staff which are very helpful for 
learning. Students prepared a lot of project tasks in English 
and got experience in making speeches and presentations in 
the foreign language. A lot of teachers also started to learn 
or improve their foreign language skills. We also acquired a 
lot of interesting, creative and modern materials for teaching 
English. We started to cooperate with local newspapers and 
two articles about the project were published. We also 
presented our work in the Department of Education in 
Warszawa � oliborz and had a meeting with authorities. 
 
Now we are working on a preparation of a next international 
project which will be connected with environment. We hope 
we will succeed and welcome all students to participate in 
the future cooperation.
